 Arriving by car  
 
 Routes into Middlesbrough by road 
 
 From the North: 
 Approaching Middlesbrough on the A19, cross over the river Tees and 
take the A66 eastbound towards Middlesbrough centre. Stay on the A66 
past the town centre (on your right) and follow signs to the stadium, 
which you will see on your left. 
 
 From the South: 
 Leave the A1(M) at junction 49, signposted to Teesside, and join the 
A168 which, after approximately 11 miles, becomes the A19. 
Approximately 19 miles later (in the first built up area) take the A66 
eastbound towards Middlesbrough centre. Stay on A66 past the town 
centre (on your right) and follow signs to the stadium, which you will see 
on your left. 
 
 From the West: 
 Leave the A1(M) at junction 57onto the A66(M). Follow signs to 
Teesside on the A66. In approximately 18 miles you will pass 
Middlesbrough centre (on your right) then follow signs to the stadium 
which you will see on your left. 
 
 Car parking is plentiful on site and drivers should proceed to the East 
side of the stadium and park as close as possible to the entrance to the 
Willie Maddren centre, where the tournament is being held. 
 

 Arriving by train 
 
 Middlesbrough station is located on Albert Road, 10 – 15 mins. Walk 
from the ground.

After Black’s 40th move both clocks are 
turned back 20 minutes and the game completed in the time then 
available. All sections are 5 round Swiss. The organisers reserve the right 
to refuse or transfer any entry. The controller’s decision will be final in 
all matters and entry is deemed to be acceptance of this.
